Welcome to our 13th year of AYSO COMMUNITY SOCCER CAMP at the Parade Grounds, Summer 2008 
 
Camp Dates:  Monday-Friday - Weeks of Monday July 7 (Camp 1) and Monday July 14 (Camp 2) 
 
Camp Times:  Morning session:  arrive 7:45am – 11:30 (including lunchtime) dismissal; Afternoon session:  11:30-2:30 
 
What to bring: cleats/sneakers   shinguards   ball   lunch   water (1/2 gallon plus another bottle) change of clothes & towel 
 
Weather:  All conditions except thunder/lightning.  Players wait in the Field House until storm has ceased.  Please visit the 
website www.brooklynayso.org for additional updates. 
  
AYSO Jrs. - Morning Session only for children entering grades K through 2 in September ‘08.  This program will 

advance young player development in a fun and encouraging environment.  Children may stay for lunch and 
must be picked up at 11:30.  Juniors will have their own Friday Closing Day activities through 11am with an 
11:30 pick-up. 

AYSO VIP - introduces soccer to players with special needs.  Scheduled for afternoons only, the VIP camp 
introduces soccer through games appropriate for the varying levels of development.  For players ages 6-21, the 
program anticipates a wide range of skill sets and will be staffed appropriately. 

AYSO General - for players entering grade three in September ‘08, through 12th grade.  The full day program 
consists of a morning and afternoon session.  We offer an all-day program only. 

 
The program accommodates players whose skill sets range from elementary to varsity level play, in age appropriate 
groups.  The Morning Session introduces and advances technical skills through games of increasing complexity.  The 
Afternoon Session advances teams skills, game tactics and strategy through progressive play and “conditioned” games.  
Three-day round-robin cup - Tuesday-Thursday. 
 
Camp Fees: 
Juniors and VIP: 1/2 day Morning sessions only: Early Bird - Camp 1 $135; Camp 2 $135. 
Received after June 12, $25/player late fee. 
 
The Full Day Program: Early Bird - Camp 1 $185; Camp 2 $185.  Received after June 12, $25/player late fee. 
 
Each player gets a free t-shirt & ball.  Please note the size. 
 
*Late pick-up fees: $30 after 15 minutes; $60 after 30 minutes.  Players will be taken to the 70th Pct for pick-up*
